We will once again have an opportunity to take a visible stand against climate 
change by switching off from 8:30 pm to 9:30pm on Saturday 27 March and 
throw our support behind Earth Hour 2010. 
 
By supporting Earth Hour we are sending a powerful message that we care 
about climate change and want others to care also. 
 
If all Queenslanders switch off their lights from 8:30 to 9:30pm for Earth Hour, 
we can stop over 1 million kilograms of greenhouse gas emissions entering our 
atmosphere. 
 
That’s equal to taking about 260 cars off the road for an entire year, and a   sav-
ing of over 1 million kWh in electricity consumption. 
 
While it’s great to take part in this one-off event, we have to remember to take a 
good look at our lifestyles and see what simple changes we can make to our 
daily lives that can make a difference to the health of our planet. 
 
My personal commitment this year is to use my bike more, have a clothes line 
under cover so I don’t use the dryer and be aware of the rating of any appli-
ances.  
 
Everyone can cut two tonnes of greenhouse gas emissions in their household 
at any time by taking the Queensland Government’s Low Carbon Diet program 
that consists of simple and easy lifestyle changes. 
 
The Climate Smart Home Service also allows you to save up to $450 a year on 
your bills while saving energy, water and the environment, and provides house-
holds with up to $450 of eco-efficient products for a one-off $50 fee. 
 
For a small fee, you can also now register to offset your vehicle emissions 
through the Reverse the Effect campaign – it doesn’t get any easier than that. 
 
We all want our world to flourish and by making simple changes to our way of 
life, we can all contribute to the present and future health of our planet.

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COPPERS LOG 
 
Currently there are a large number of property offences occurring in the Toowoomba area.  
At present Harlaxton seems to be fairly clear of this crime.   
However you can never be too careful. 
The present MO seems to be that persons break into a house and steal car keys from where 
they are hanging in the kitchen and then steal the motor vehicle.  A number of people have 
awoken in the morning to find that offenders have been in their house whilst they are    
sleeping.  As you can imagine this can be very disconcerting and a worrying experience. 
 
It is very important that your house and car are left secured. 
 
The following pointers may help protect your home: 
 
1. External doors of homes should be solid and fitted with deadlocks. 
2. Fit security screen doors, to provide additional protection. 
3. Fit windows with secure locks that meet Australian standards.  Do not leave keys in  
        window locks as intruders can break a window to get the key. 
4. Ensure security grills/shutters are properly installed, and allow exit in case of         
 emergency. 
5. Ensure trees and shrubs are trimmed to allow visibility to your property. 
6. Lock away items of value such as mowers, bikes etc.  keep your garage locked. 
       Install perimeter security lighting or sensor lights.  Engrave or microdot your valuables. 
 
To protect your car think about the following: 
 
1. Always lock your car including the boot and sunroof. 
2. Consider microdot technology throughout you car. 
3. Park in busy, open well lit areas. 
4. Use a steering wheel club or lock. Lockable fuel cap and wheel nuts. 
5. Keep your vehicle keys with you.  Keep spare keys hidden, even at home.  Don’t hide a 
spare key on your vehicle. 
If you garage your vehicle at home, ensure garage and vehicle is locked. 
 
Remember the best protection against criminals is to know your neighbour and report any 
suspicious activity.
